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ABSTRACT

Childhood obsessive-compulsive disorder (OCD) was once
considered a rare childhood condition, although recent
epidemiological data rank OCD as the fourth most common
psychiatric disorder. Especially early-onset OCD is highly
familial with heritability of 45-65%. Meta-analysis for genetic
associations, as well according to our own results, point to a
significant association of the serotonin-receptor 2A (HTR2A)
rs6311 polymorphism and OCD. The talk will cover recent
findings on the role of de novo and/or rare copy number
variation (CNV) of HTR2A in OCD. Furthermore, transcriptional
analyses of HTR2A in post-mortem brain tissue will be
presented, highlighting functional importance of HTR2A in
OCD.
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
